WEN is constantly expanding its network and will assist vet-

erans in finding other reputable veterans organization that can
best assist them. “Our mission is to help those who have fought
for us and our freedom, and we intend to help them in any way
that we can. We highly encourage any veteran that is looking for
help or assistance to reach out to us, or one of the many qual-
ity veteran organizations. You will never be turned away, no mat-
ter what kind of support youre looking for,” Lineberry said.
According to Chief Marketing Officer, Sarah O’Connell, WEN is
launching a golf series with Taco Mac for its veteran entrepreneurs.
“This series will take place at different golf courses around North
Georgia with the winners from each tournament playing at the cham-
pionship tournament which will be at East Lake,” O’Connell said. Pro-
ceeds from the series go to increasing prosperity for veteran entrepre-
neurs who work with WEN.

Development Update in Downtown Dawsonville

Connectivity is the biggest thing
going on with the city. We are in the
process of finally connecting our
sidewalks, making complete loops
around our city. From each subdivi-
sion you will be able to walk to city
hall, the courthouse, bank, church
and many restaurants.

The connecting also includes the

county and city working together

on some projects. We are a com-

munity of connected parts, working
together to make the city and county better tomorrow than we
see it today.

Main Street Park is getting closer each day. Hydrology studies
have been completed, drawings for the infrastructure should be
complete within 45 days, bids will go out for 30 days in June.
Actual ground-breaking to follow sometime in July or August.
There are signs posted in several locations around the park area
showing the conceptual drawing.

Sidewalks are being completed on Perimeter Road from Highway
53 to Highway 9. A crosswalk at Perimeter and Highway 53 will
be completed this month. A sidewalk from Robinson Elementa-
ry to Highway 9 down to Robinson road is being engineered to
connect with Shoal Creek.

Construction is booming as we see approximately 100+ homes
being built with many more to come. We look at all this and know
we need to be wise in our decisions and not allow growth to get
out of hand. Most of these homes were proposed before the reces-
sion in past years. We have the capacity in both sewer and water to
cover this.

Workout Anytime is set to open this summer in the Food Lion
shopping center. Revitalization of downtown is still being re-
viewed by Georgia Department of Transportation. Once approval
is received, we will begin work.

The airport review by state G-DOT Aviation has begun. One
hundred or so airports are reviewed, and based on the review de-
termines if the process moves on to the FAA. If approved, the FAA
begins its assessment which could take a year or more. The airport
purchase is to protect our community. If a private investor buys,
we would have no control over the facility.

Our city council is looking to the future in all of these transac-
tions. We can't hold on to today, we must look ahead. Growth is
coming and we must be prepared. Good, controlled growth is
what we are after. It is an excellent time in our community. Be a
part of it. Go to the meetings of the city council and county com-
mission. Volunteer where you can.
